ice sheets connected together at the Bielenberg site. The proposal has been in the works based on the expansion of the
Bielenberg park site which will interconnect with the new East Ridge High School set to open in 2009.

.! recent article in the St Paul Pioneer Press (October 16, 2007) details a proposal being developed called Sports Plex

The proposal calls for a full field indoor field house attached and retail space for a restaurant, and sport related merchants.
The proposal would cost between $40-$55 million and be privately financed and operated. The development proposal has
been presented in casual format to the Woodbury City Council and may come to vote as early as winter 2008. There are
many conditions which will need to fall into place for this proposal to be accepted including a public/private land use agreement,
relocation of a number of soccer/football fields, parking reconfiguration, environmental issues and overall financial review.

As exciting as the thought is of new and unique facilities the proposal is a long shot to be built in its entirety as there are site
limitations being broached. Stay tuned.
